Course Description:  You will learn science skills that include: observing, inferring, comparing, contrasting, questioning, predicting, inquiring, and testing hypotheses.  The Content Units are: What is Science?, Structure of Matter, Measurement and Density, Earth Structure, Cell Structure and Function, Heredity, and Classification. 
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Homework:

I rarely assign homework.  Most work will be done in class, with whatever is not finished during the class period turns into homework!  Work is due at the beginning of the next class period. 

Types of Assignments: Science Journal, Unit Packets, Tests, Projects, Science Friday Reports, Quizzes, Bellwork, Lab Assignments, Progress Reports, and Data Trackers.
